IPS (Hasenclever score)

- Male
- Age ≥ 45 years
- Stage IV
- Albumin < 40 g/l
- WBC ≥ 15 x 109/l
- Lymphocytes < 0.6 x 10 or 8% WBC
- Hb< 105 g/l
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
