The greatest obstacle we faced in the
first month was gaining the confidence of the community. No matter what is said,

However, after two month of work, the
day came that completely changed the attitude of the community. We were
called by a midwife to check a mother who had difficulty in labor for almost four
days. She had intense contractions and the lie of the baby was transverse with
hand prolapsed. It was evident that the only solution was operation but to
convince the relatives became the greatest obstacle. To them, doctors at this age
making such an operation were like building a home on an ocean. We found it
hard to persuade them and they wanted to take her all the way to Burao; almost
600 kms away from Erigavo. After her condition deteriorated, they grudgingly
accepted the operatiorThe operation did succeed and this indeed raised our
reputation among the community and people of all ages began to trust us.
